 COURSE DESCRIPTION


This course introduces the basic principles of drawing.  Emphasis is on studying the elements of design, developing the skills to use these concepts objectively, and executing ideas on a two-dimensional surface.  Students will be required to create independent works of art and to participate in field trips to museums and art galleries.

 RATIONALE OF THE COURSE


The understanding of compositional principles is necessary to make a successful drawing.  Elements of design such as line, shape, texture and value are formal properties that must be dealt with when making art.  Ideas can be communicated visually when individuals understand how to use these elements and principles in their work.


Viewing exhibiting artists' work and studying recognized artists aid students in understanding the various kinds of art made.  Critiquing personal work and the work of others enables individuals to make artistic judgments that enhance the meaning of a particular piece.  This process promotes an understanding of the artist's intent.

III   PERFORMANCE OBJECTIVES

A student exiting Intro to Drawing will be able to:

Successfully complete a finished drawing and hang it in the student show.


2.
Analyze form and technique used in various media.


3.
View works of art in relation to the art that they themselves are making.


4.
Develop an understanding of the formal properties of art such as line, form, volume,



composition, value, texture, and utilize these elements in their own drawings.


5.
Identify how improvements can be made to their mark-making through discussion



and in-class critiquing of work.


6.
Develop a critical eye and vocabulary for talking about art.


7.
Identify specific styles of art presented visually through book reproductions, videos and

 

/or   slides. Apply some of these styles to individual art works.


8.
Recognize various art styles as personal expressions.


9.
Learn to create the illusion of space on a two-dimensional surface (paper) through 



conventions such as linear and atmospheric perspective.


10.
Interpret the influences that cultural and psychological concerns may make on works of art.


11.
Execute a landscape by drawing outside on location.


12.
Learn the proportions of the human head and how to render a portrait in profile



and three-quarter view.


13.
Observe the works of professional artists.


14.
View the permanent collection of the Reading Public Museum and Art Gallery. Write 



600 word essay about this experience. (see Gallery write-up info)


15.
Develop artistic opinions based on the formal properties of art and not just subjective ex-



experience.


16.
Recognize subjective feelings as valid responses and acknowledge peer  responses as



meaningful dialogue.


17.
Students will keep a sketchbook of drawings as a daily art practice. Journal entries will also be made in this sketchbook.

IV.   ATTENDANCE POLICY:


Students may be absent for no more than 3 classes.  Grades will drop one level for each absence             


after the initial three. Five absences constitutes a failure in Intro to Drawing for the                                                                 


semester.


Three late arrivals will constitute one absence.

*NOTE: If a student fails to come to class on a regular basis, a faculty initiated withdrawal may be made at the discretion of the instructor. A student who misses at least 3 consecutive classes or is absent for five or more classes during the semester will be withdrawn from the class.

V.    GRADING POLICY


Grades will be based on the assessment of ten drawings successfully completed


by the end of the semester. Number grades will be given as drawing grades during the semester.

These drawings, after being collected in a portfolio at the end of the semester, will count for 50% of the grade.

In class writing assignments in sketchbooks and forty sketches done throughout the semester  will count for 30% of the final grade.
Gallery visit write-up will count for 10% for the write-up. 


Class participation in discussion and critiques will make up the last 10% of the final grade.


Arriving late to class and coming to class without assignments or required materials will also


impact the final grade.

V. FINAL PORTFOLIO:

 At the end of the semester students will be required to select their ten best drawings and hand them in for a final grade. 


All final drawings are required to be collected in a portfolio or envelope prior to handing them in.


Spiral bound edges should be cut off and smudges cleaned up.


You may use your matted drawing from the student show for one of your final ten drawings.


No sketchbook drawings will be accepted.


Students may revise drawings for a better grade up until time final portfolio is due.

VII.    OTHER INFORMATION:


Students are expected to participate in class discussions concerning art and issues surrounding


various paintings, sculptures,  and architecture. It is also expected that students engage with the 


art viewed in the museum and galleries visited.


The class trip is mandatory. If a student is unable to attend with the class on the assigned date    


he /she is expected to complete the trip within 5 days.

Reading Public Museum charges $4.00 with student ID. This amount may change at the discretion of the museum.


Participation in the student show in the cafeteria is also a class requirement. Students will learn to


mat a drawing. Student work will be hung in the cafeteria .


Cell phones should be turned off in class. No other electronic devices are allowed.

APPENDIX I:

GALLERY VISIT INFORMATION

You should use the following information as a guideline when writing all three papers
1. Choose three art works to write about. These may be painting, sculpture, or mixed media.

2. If more than one artist is involved in the exhibit you may still choose any three works from any three artists.

3. You should write about 200 words about each piece you choose.

4. Describe the art. Be sure to name the artist and give the title of the piece.

5. In your description try to use an art vocabulary encompassing formal properties of art such as line, form, color, value, contrast, composition expressiveness, intent, etc.

Other concepts or ideas to write about:

1.
Why did you choose this artwork?

2. What about it compelled you to write about this piece?

3. What does it mean to you?

4. What do you think the intent of the artist is/ was?

5.
Is there anything you would change about this artwork? 

Remember that a work of art that disturbs you or makes you angry is also making you consider it. You may want to choose a piece that you react to in a negative way. It also can be a way to validate a piece as “art”.

APPENDIX II
SKETCHBOOK GOALS

Keeping a sketchbook is a way for students to focus on aspects of drawing. The intent is to direct and focus attention on certain areas of drawing that are introduced during the semester. Each week students will sketch in sketchbooks.

It is expected that four sketches for each two weeks will be executed.

Students can choose subject matter of any type.

One:
Four contour drawings


Any media January 26 to February 8
Two: 

Four positive/negative drawings

Texture drawing


Make four sketches using four different types of texture.

Four: 


Four value drawings

Draw four sketches using marker to create value on objects.

Five: 


Use charcoal to create effects of light and shadow on objects in four drawings

Six: 


Draw four landscapes in charcoal. Focus on value and layering effects.

Use sighting to gauge proportion. Make four sighting drawings

The second part of the sketchbook assignment is a writing component it is as follows: 

SKETCHBOOK WRITING ASSIGNMENTS

Intro to Drawing

Writing assignments are to be entered or compiled in the sketchbook. You may type them and collect them at the end of the sketchbook.

There is a writing assignment for each two weeks of the semester for a total of 8 essays.

Essays should be two hundred words minimum and there should be one reference per week that is NOT Wikipedia. You may use Wikipedia as a secondary source for information if you desire. 

The final writing assignment of the term should be a summary of your art experience in this class.

Assignment one: What is your art experience? Why are you taking this class? What do you hope to learn? What did you learn in the first two exercises in this class (vases/faces and the upside down drawing?

Assignment two: Write about composition in drawing. What is its importance? What is the 1/3-1/3 rule and the Golden Mean?

Assignment three: Look at some engraving images online. Some artists to check out are Durer, Dore, and Rembrandt. What can you learn about mark making from these engravings?

Assignment four: Do some investigating of light and shadow. How does value relate to it? How can you use value for defining light and creating contrast in your drawings?

Essays will be collected with sketchbooks for a midterm grade. See calendar for dates.

Assignment five: How can you create volume and mass in drawing? How does charcoal differ from marker drawing?

Assignment six: What is perspective? Why do we use it in art? 

Assignment seven: Look at artists such as Leonardo da Vinci, Andy Warhol, Rembrandt, Chuck Close or any other portrait artist that interests you. Apply what you have learned about drawing a portrait when  you discuss a portrait or portraits from one of these artists.

Assignment eight: Summarize your drawing experience for the term. What have you learned? Were you successful? Do some self critiquing of your work for the term.
